Did you know that bats can live up to 20-30 years? If we compare it to humans,
it would take us 250 years to live as long as a bat does. It's not easy,especially bats don't
have doctors or health care like we humans do.

So, why do bats live so long? Well, there are two reasons. First, it's because of something in their
DNA called "telomeres.” Normally, the telemeres get shorter as animals age, but, not for bats. This
means that bats can stay young or give births to babies even when they're old while mice, as the
same size as bats, can live 1 to 2 years only.

The second reason is that viruses do not hurt bats. Even if they get infected, they usually don't
feel sick or die from it. Why? Because their immune system stays just right, without being too active.
Scientists are studying how bats can make it. They found that by giving a special protein from bats
to mice, the mice have fewer chances of getting sick from viruses.

As we know, bats are nocturnal animals, meaning they sleep during the day and are active
at night. Since bats can't see well, how do they move? They "see" with their ears.
Using echolocation, bats can move around to find food in the dark. How powerful
is a bat's echolocation? They can even tell if a piece of paper has been
drawn on with a pencil! Bats are super cool, aren’t they?
